QUEENSLAND FIREFIGHTERS COMPETE TO BE NAMED STATE’S BEST
Man will take on machine this weekend [May 14-15] as Queensland Fire and Rescue Service (QFRS) firefighters do battle in the state finals of the Road Crash Rescue (RCR) Challenge.

Eight teams – including a State Emergency Service team from Far North Queensland – will line up against each other in a display of strength, courage and comradeship across a number of road crash rescue scenarios involving mangled car wrecks and hydraulic cutting equipment.

“It really is a great opportunity for our firefighters to test themselves, their equipment, their skills and techniques in front of the public audience – who may not get to witness some of the life saving work they do on a daily basis across the state,” Member for Toowoomba North Kerry Shine said.

Regional Road Crash Rescue Challenges have been held over the past 12 months, with teams from each region competing against each other to their bid to be judged “best in the state”.

Since the RCR Challenge started at the National RCR Competition in Brisbane in 1995, the Holmatro RCR Challenge trophy has always been a prized possession of all teams striving to attain the top award.

Teams will be competing for a range of trophies including the prestigious title of 2010 State RCR winner and the opportunity to represent Queensland at the 2010 Australasian Rescue Challenge to be held in Melbourne later this year.

Mr Shine said there is a serious side to the games too.

“While this weekend may be all about fun and games, the public will also get to witness the great work that our firefighters do everyday in saving lives on our roads,” he said.
“The realistic crash scene scenarios really should serve as a warning for motorists to take care on our roads. Our firefighters deal with similar situations, if not worse, everyday.”
Members of the public will have the opportunity to test their driving abilities in the Shared Vision simulator, and Queensland Police Service and Drive 4 Life during the event.
