FUNDING HELPS LEAGUE CLUB SCORE BETTER FIELD
Tackled rugby league players will no longer have to ‘bite the dust’ thanks to a field upgrade at the Toowoomba Valleys Rugby League Club.

State Member for Toowoomba North Kerry Shine said the Bligh Government contributed more than $64,000 in funding to help the club install a water tank and automated irrigation system.

“This has done wonders for the playing surface,” Mr Shine said.

“Because of the drought, Herb Steinohrt Oval became dry and dusty, but the new water tank and irrigation system means the surface is a lot safer for players now.

“It makes such a big difference, and I know the club is going to love tearing up the turf on game day.

“Toowoomba locals love their league, and this new field is a great asset to the people in the area.

“The Valleys Club has also received $4000 under the Club Development Program to develop a strategic plan so it can continue developing rugby league in Toowoomba.”

Sport Minister Phil Reeves said the Bligh Government reaffirmed its commitment to sport and recreation in the 2010-11 Budget, which allocated $159 million to provide Queenslanders with access to first class facilities and programs.

“We recognise that participating in sport and recreational activities is essential to building vibrant and livable communities,” Mr Reeves said.

“This funding will create jobs, build infrastructure and get more people active and involved in sport and recreation.”

Mr Reeves is reminding clubs that applications are open for funding under the $38 million Local Sport and Recreation Jobs Plan.

“This plan offers funding to groupings of local sport and recreation organisations to employ a coordinator to assist with recruiting and retaining volunteers, fundraising, promotional activities, and seeking sponsors,” he said.

“I encourage clubs to explore opportunities to partner with other local organisations and apply for a share of this funding.”
Mr Reeves said the Bligh Government is committed to developing more opportunities for Queenslanders to get involved in sporting activities.

"Regular physical activity is essential to good health and our investment in sport and recreation is a down payment on better facilities and well-supported grassroots organisations to encourage Queenslanders to get out and get active,” Mr Reeves said.

“Our Toward Q2: Tomorrow’s Queensland goal is to help Queenslanders become Australia’s healthiest people by reducing obesity levels by one third by 2020.”
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
