DROP IN SUPPORT FOR TOOWOOMBA PEOPLE
Toowoomba residents living with a disability and needing someone to ‘drop in’ during the day to provide assistance, will benefit from a new $2.5 million Bligh government project.

Disability Services Minister Annastacia Palaszczuk said the $2.5 million Drop-In Support project would allow people with a disability to remain living in their own homes, with flexible drop-in support.

“Cerebral Palsy League Queensland will receive $250,000 to provide the service in Toowoomba.

“Flexible drop-in support services, for some individuals, may be all that is required to ensure they can safely live in their own home,” Ms Palaszczuk said.

Toowoomba North MP Kerry Shine welcomed the funding saying it gave people living with a disability the independence to remain living in their own home.
“Perhaps someone needs help showering in the morning, making their dinner in the evening, or help turning over in bed during the night. They can request when they’d like someone to drop-in to provide this support.
“These may not seem like big things to many people, but for those who need this assistance it can make a huge difference in their lives.
“The Bligh Government is committed to providing personalised, needs-based support to people with a disability so that they can enjoy a better quality of life.”
