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Work starts on New England Highway 
Work has begun on a $4.4 million upgrade of the New England Highway between Hampton and Geham, Minister for Main Roads Craig Wallace said today.

Minister Wallace said the upgrade would boost safety along that section of the highway and cater for growing traffic volumes.

The road work will be carried out in stages, starting with the northern section between Munro Road and Collingwood Road through Hampton, followed by the southern section from Merritts Creek Road to Pioneer Road.

Design work is underway on the middle section between Collingwood Road and Merritts Creek Road with work expected to start early next year.

“The road surface will be widened and sealed, intersections will be upgraded, new guardrails will be built, and wire and rope barriers will be installed along this busy section of the highway,” he said.

“It’s all about making the road safer for motorists. All the work is expected to completed by mid next year depending on the weather,” Mr Wallace said.
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
